For generations of Chicagoans, the Historic Chicago

Bungalow has been the bedrock of family and neigh-
borhood life. These 80,000 homes, nearly one-third
of the city's single-family housing stock, were built
as the city expanded in the early part of the 20th
century. The gracious one-and-a-half-story brick
structures with detailed windows and stonework,
sheltered entrances and neat lawns have endured as

the housing of choice in Chicago for nearly a century.

Recognizing that, despite their unparalleled craftsman-
ship, century-old bungalows need repair and restoration,
Mayor Richard M. Daley launched the Historic Chicago
Bungalow Initiative (HCBI) in the fall of 2000 and since
then the City of Chicago and the Historic Chicago Bun-
galow Association (HCBA) have been working together

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HOW HCBA CAN HELP YOU
FINANCIAL RESOURCES TO MAKE REHABILITATION AFFORDABLE

The specific financial resources vary depending on availability and house-
hold eligibility.* Each certified bungalow household is eligible for one of
the following grants to help make renovating and improving the energy ef-
ficiency of these historic homes more affordable.

HCBA GRANTS:

energySuvers Grants: Awards with which eligible bungalow owners can make their
homes more energy efficient through the use of high efficiency heating, cooling
and water saving systems and by properly insulating their homes.

Bungulow Rehab Grants: Grants to help eligible bungalow owners make repairs needed
for their homes, including electrical system updates and roof replacements or repairs.

CITY, STATE & FEDERAL INCENTIVES:

(ity of Chicago TaxSmart Mortgages & TaxSmart Rehab Loans: This unique program from the
City of Chicago helps eligible bungalow owners buy or rehab a home while reducing
their federal income tax payments in addition to the usual interest rate deductions.

Placement on the National Register of Historic Places & Potential Property Tax Freezes: HCBA
aids communities seeking designation as Historic Bungalow Districts, which allows
homeowners within the District the option of applying for eight-year property tax
freezes from the State of Illinois when restoration or remodeling work is performed.

TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE IN RESTORATION AND REHABILITATION

To encourage the preservation of these Chicago architectural treasures and
to assist with the process of restoration or expansion, HCBA also has assem-
bled a variety of resources to help owners make smart and affordable choices.

Design Guidelines: HCBA provides a free Design Guideline booklet to aid owners in
preserving the architectural character of their bungalows.

Pattern Druwings: Sets of architectural drawings, specifically created for the Historic
Chicago Bungalow, help guide owners, architects and contractors with typical proj-
ects to inspire and to save time and money. Pattern drawings are available for a rear
addition, a dormer addition, the modernization of kitchens, bathrooms and base-
ments, landscaping, green building projects and accessible living.

Historic Chicago Bungalow and Green Home Resource Guide: Available both online and
in pamphlet form, this booklet lists craftspeople, vendors and specialists in bun-
galow restoration, rehab, construction and supplies.
